PAYMENT POLICY
A $50.00 non-refundable deposit for each sailor is to be submitted to reserve a place in the 2012 program. (The deposit will be applied to the sailor’s fees.) All Program Fees are not refundable after June 20, 2012. The balance may be paid in a lump sum or monthly installments.  Balance must be paid in full prior to MANDATORY PARENT ORIENTATION.  Junior sailors will not be permitted to participate in the SP starting June 27, 2012 until all SP fees and BYC dues are paid in full. The Sailing Committee will acknowledge, by email or mail if requested, receipt of the deposit, application and when final payment has been received.  A statement containing the outstanding balance will be sent with the Medical Release Forms.
